Some Tips and Reminders about the DWA

· Bring a black pen as well as a pencil.
· You will be required to turn in your rough draft.
· You will be provided with paper for the rough draft and final draft of your essay. You may not write in the margins and your essay must fit on the paper provided. You will not be given extra sheets if your essay is longer than expected. 
· The final draft of your DWA essay must be written in black ink.
· You will have ninety minutes to complete the essay.
· You will not be able to see the writing prompt prior to the time that the proctor gives it to the class.  
· Budget your time wisely! When the ninety minutes is up, you will not be allowed to continue writing—even if you are in the middle of a word.
· Bring something to read in case you finish early.
· You may not use whiteout on your essay.
· You may not listen to music before, during, or after the DWA is completed. We all know that you love those IPods and cell phones, but leave them at home during the DWA! Don’t ask to be the exception to the rule—the answer will be no!
· Get some sleep and eat a good breakfast! Research shows that your brain works better when it has fuel and rest![image: image1.png]
